“Intercession Focus” at the bottom of each page again. This way
we will have had a 7am and 7pm connection time with Heaven.

As we progress day by day, may the Lord send Showers of Blessing,
precious reviving again— over the hills and the valleys, sound of
abundance of Rain!” May the Holy Spirit rain down on all of us as
we seek the Lord in prayer in order to fulfill His purpose in our area,
at this time!
