Many good comments 

were shared and the mission statement was put to music thanks 

to Ron Elliott. 

4. December-January Board meetings: We have begun appointing 

members to assess the needs of the community and to begin two 

missional projects: the garden and our annual mission trip. 

5. January 31: We will focus on Christ and upcoming milestones.
