We have looked at a definition of abuse, possible physical and behavioral indicators of physical abuse 

and physical neglect.  We now will consider indicators of this form of abuse.  Neglect may be suspected 

when one or more of the following conditions exist: 

 Child is lacking adequate medical or dental care 

 Child is often sleepy or hungry 

 Child is often dirty, demonstrates poor personal hygiene or is inadequately dressed for weather 

conditions. 

 There is evidence of poor or inadequate supervision for the child’s age 

 The conditions at home are unsanitary or unsafe 

 Child appears malnourished, depressed, withdrawn or exhibits behavior problems 

None of these by themselves are evidence of neglect, but a cumulative amount may cause a concerned 

adult to begin a dialogue concerning ways to address these needs.
